A coalition of women from ths iew Univer-
sity Conference's .Jomen's Caucus, vohen's
ladical setion Projett, the University =
Jomen's i.ssociation, and women from the =
Southside community have arranged a series
of workshop-séminars on a. variety of subjects
concerning women.

response to the Sbciology 122 course at U of
C which is, at best, inadequate in confront-
ing the oppression of women. :t worst,.the
course actively contributes to this oppres-.

IT is
a holiday which began in 1907 when a fire
on the lower east side of iew York city
killed many women in an unsafe sweatshop.
l:any women went on strike to protest the

murderous fire and terrible working conditions.

Since that day i.arch 8 has been a holiday
celebrated in Socialist countries throughout
the world....but seldom in uimerica.

\le propose to begin the celebration of our
holiday and the recapturing of our history
of struggle in the United States for dignity
for women, and to strengthen our nrsent
struggle. )

On Sunday, iarch 8 the CHIU could hold
teachw~in programs on women in the four main
areas of the city where we have nembers;
the far northside, the near northside, the-
southside, and the western suburbs. The
programs could utilize the facilities of
campus communities and publicize the ac-
tivities so we would draw women from the
surrounding communities.

Our movement has numerous resources which
we could use to celebrate and educate on
that day: the Palatine Skit on the history
of women's struggles throughout the world
